In his opening
remarks, Dr. Kaul talked on challenges and strategies needed
to promote the reading habits among library reader. He
expressed concern on the deteriorating culture of reading
among kids, children, students and even in adults.
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Dr. Gayas Makhdumi, Librarian, Jamia Millia Islamia University, Delhi has shared his experience and views on reading culture
of university readers. He stated that we are living in digital age and the e-resources have been used by most of the university
fraternity and promoting the use of e-resources is as good as promoting reading habit in readers.

Dr. R K Sharma has expressed his views on the theme and suggested that some good suggestions such as “READ INDIA”
compact programme under the National Literacy Mission on national level should be launched. He gave some examples from
Singapore and other countries where such nationwide programmes have been practiced and have shown very good results.

500-year-old Akbor's era gold-covted Quran recovered in Mysore

A g.old coated Holy Quran frorMbar's era has been recovered
from a gang of antique selle ysore. The Quran recovered by the
distri vas almost 500 years old and has 604 pages and all
pages are gold coated, according to IBNLIVE.com.
“This gang was trying to sell it for over Rs.5 crores. 10 persons have been
arrested in this connection and have been charged for various offences,”
said Mysore district SP Abhinav Khare. According to him the gang leader
Sanath had the Quran. The gang members used to show the pictures of
the gold coated Quran to prospective buyers on their mobile phones.

When the police came to know about it, they got the authenticity of this Quran coated with gold verified by the historians and
Islamic intellectuals. On August 10, police had sent a decoy to trap the sellers at Hosa Agrahara near KR Nagara, the gang was
caught red handed.According to renowned historian and former vice chancellor Prof. Sheikh Ali, the Holy Quran is older than
an ancient version which he had seen at a museum in Turkey. As per his opinion, it was written between 1050 AD & 1605 AD.

The book “Library and Information Science in Changing perspective” includes the latest technology which has brought
spectacular change in every field and library and information science is no exception to it. As a result the quantum of
information that is being produced every second needs to be well organized and disseminated the right way to the right user.
Here comes the role of librarians and information professionals as intermediaries utilizing all the latest IT skills as well as
marketing skills to reach out to the target users. This book has.come at a right time as a handy tool for practicing librarians to
brush up on their skills as well as current trends'in the library and information'science and the innovative services they need
to demonstrate to match up to the expectations of the users in this electronics information environment. It can be equally
good for students of library and.information science who wish to update their knowledge of new and recent topics in library
and information science. The editors,
Dr. Pradeep Rai is working as a college librarian in Maitreyi College, University of Delhi and he has a number of publications to
his credit in many scholarly Library and Information Science journals and Dr. Dharam Kumar is a college librarian too in
Aryabhatta College (formerly Ramlalal Anand College Evening), University. of Delhi, his contributions include many research
papers and conference proceedings.
The first chapter, Application of Social Networking and Web 2.0 Tools in Academic Libraries, discusses in length-how Web 2.0
can enable librarians and users to share and exchange information dynamically. After reading this chapter one becomes
thorough with the importance of social networking tools like blogs, microblogs, wikis, social networking, social bookmarking
sites, photo and video sharing sites and how those can serve as means to interact with large number of users in a fast
manner. The second chapter, the Concept of Intellectual Property Rights in Electronic Age throws light on the essential
aspects of copyright issue especially the impact of the 2012 Amendments on the 1957 Copyright Act which is very significant
for the Librarians and the Information Scientists for the acquisition, storage, and dissemination of information.
In Another chapter, A life Long Learning Institution: To Take New Avatar has very beautifully pictured the role of public
libraries in the present modern technology era supplying desired information at faster speeds in the right form at the right
time especially the role of National Mission Libraries (NML) in creating a world class library system. The fourth chapter, Open
Access Movement: Marching against all odds discusses in length the DOAJ, Open Access Publishing, the concept of
Institutional repository (IR) and popular software like DSPACE to create and manage the IR, skills required to create such
database as well as the challenges to create and manage IR, Open source applications like Koha to manage library day-to-day
activities and open courseware and E-learning. The fifth Chapter exhorts the librarians of the Marketing aspect of Library and
Information:Services and Products thereby promoting the library and its contents use especially in today ICT environment
when the user demands everything on the mouse click. The other two chapters deals with the hot topics in library and
information science like Cloud Computing and Digital Libraries which are very much required for various purposes and for
achieving economy in library functions. The final chapter, the Citation analysis: A bibliographic technique gives a good idea
about this essential measurement technique needed to evaluate the research performance of the researchers and the growth
of the various disciplines.
