An International Conference on Sustainable Development of Library and Information Science
Profession’ (ICSDLP-2017) was organised jointly by the Department of Library and Information,
Babasaheb Bhimrao Ambedkar University, Lucknow, in collaboration with Indian Library
Association and International Federation of Library Associations and Institutions (IFLA) -Asia and
Oceania Section from 23 -25% November, 2017 at BBR Ambedkar University, Lucknow. The
conference was attended by 446 delegates. A number of senior Library Professionals namely Prof. N.
