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Boost your children’s reading habit

Reading is an intellectual action which is possible
only to human beings. which is a divine gift. The
reading habit is best formed at a young impres-
sionable age in home/school. Once the child has
been taught to read and develop a love for books, he
can explore for himself the wealth of human experi-
ence and knowledge.

Reading is a fundamental skill that unlocks a world
of knowledge, imagination, and personal growth. In-
stilling a love of reading in children from a young
age sets them on a path of lifelong learning and dis-
covery. However, in a world filled with distractions,
nurturing strong reading habits can be a challenge.
We have to explores various strategies that parents,
caregivers, and educators, librarians can employ to
cultivate a passion for reading in children.

One of the most effective methods for fostering a
love of reading is to make it a daily routine. Reading
aloud to children from infancy exposes them to the
rhythm and flow of language, sparking their curios-
ity and imagination. As children grow older, carve
out designated reading time each day, whether it’s
before bed or during quiet afternoons. This routine
establishes reading as a valued activity and creates a
positive association with books.

From the office to home, or even the living room to
the bedroom, make sure you’re equipped with read-
ing material for yourself and your child. You never
know when you’ll have some downtime. Show the
kids that reading is a constructive fun!

Technology is slowly taking a steady control over
individual lives, the reading habit is fast vanishing
into thin air. Sadly, the reading habit is on the de-
cline among children as well. But why blame it on
the children for all this wean-off-from-reading cul-
ture? It is the Parents/Teachers/Librarians who are
responsible for this.

Parents are so psyched about the future of their chil-
dren that most of the times it is they who discourage

their wards from reading any other book than their
textbooks. But they fail to understand that for an all-
round development of an individual, reading habit is
essential.

Your child walks like you, talks like you, absorb
everything you do. So set the right example when
it comes to reading. If you want your child to be
a good reader, be one yourself! Surround yourself
with reading material!

Whenever you’re going to the library or bookstore,
let your child come along. Even if you aren’t looking
for anything in particular, practice the art of book
browsing and admiring. Make an event out of it and
kids will learn to be exhilarated by the sight of books.
Reading shouldn’t be confined to the pages of tradi-
tional books. Integrate reading into everyday life by
encouraging children to read signs, menus, and even
cereal boxes.

This not only
strengthens their comprehension skills but also cre-
ates a shared experience that deepens their connec-
tion to the written word.

Empowering children by letting them choose their
own reading material is crucial.

Explore
bookstores or libraries together, allowing them to be
captivated by vibrant illustrations, intriguing titles,
or genres that align with their hobbies. This sense of
ownership fosters a sense of agency and fuels their
intrinsic motivation to read.

Remember, some children may learn and absorb in-
formation more effectively through visual or audito-
ry means. Explore audiobooks and graphic novels as
alternative formats. Educational apps and games can
also supplement traditional reading, making learn-
ing interactive and engaging.

Cultivate a culture of celebration around reading.
Acknowledge their reading milestones, no matter
how small. Celebrate the completion of a book or re-
ward them for reaching personal reading goals. This
positive reinforcement strengthens the association
between reading and accomplishment, motivating
them to continue their literary journey.

Libraries are another treasure trove waiting to be ex-
plored. Frequent trips to the library expose children
to a vast array of genres and topics, igniting their
curiosity and allowing them to discover their inter-
ests.

Bangalorean arrested for stealing rare, century old book from
Nilagiri library

Police said the library in Udhagamandalam had
found the book missing soon after the literature fest
in October; the thief was traced when he attempt-
ed to sell the 116-year-old book on Instagram. A
34-year-old Bangalore resident was arrested for
stealing a 116-year-old book from the 160-year-old
Nilgiri Library in Udhagamandalam.

Police officials identified the accused as Katitra
Debnath, 34, a resident of Koramangala in Ban-
galore. According to officials, office-bearers at the
library were taking stock of books, following the
completion of the Ooty Literature Fest in October,
when they realized that the century-old book, The
Pirates of Malabar and An Englishwoman in India
Two Hundred Years Ago, by Colonel John Biddulph,

was missing from the library.

One of the office-bearers of the library registered a
complaint with the Nilgiris district police who be-
gan investigations. A few weeks later, the police
were tipped-off about the sale of the book through
Instagram.

They tracked down the mobile phone user’s details
using resources from the Cyber Crime Cell and
traced the mobile phone number to Debnath, who
was arrested and brought to the Nilgiris where he
was remanded to judicial custody.

Police officials said that Debnath earned a living
by stealing rare books from across India and sell-
ing them to collectors. During his arrest, a tranche
of rare books from across India were seized from his
home. They said that he was hoping to sell the book
stolen from the library for upwards of 310,000.
